MPD: 1997-009

Subject: pneumatic system isolation

Applicability: Yakovlev/ Aerostar YAK 52 aircraft.

Reason: The yak 52 has a pneumatic engine starting system. It is possible to start the engine with the pneumatic system inadvertently switched off, by virtue of the pneumatic reservoir provided by the pressure stored in downstream systems ( undercarriage, flaps, brakes). They have been a number of instances of loss of brake function on the ground which have resulted in substantial damage to other parked aircraft and airfield fixtures. Aerostar service bulletin and No. 7/95 introduces a modification which isolates the downstream pneumatic system.

Compliance: Within 12 months from the effective date of this MPD modify the pneumatic system to prevent reoccurrence. This can be accomplished by embodying a Aerostar bulletin 7/95 or equivalent means approved by the CAA. A copy of the ball turn and pass necessary can be obtained from YAK UK Ltd or Aerostar SA, Bacau Romania.
